Proposal 1 (One) a/k/a the Equal Rights Amendment 
or ERA 
On November 5th, Election Day, New York State voters will be 
asked to vote on this amendment. According to Timothy Cardinal 
Dolan, Archbishop of New York and other bishops of NY State, in-
cluding Bishop of Rochester Salvatore Matano, and the Coalition to 
Protect Kids, the title suggests a noble cause but is broadly written 
so, the above are opposed to it.

The 
inclusion of “age” as a protected class could lead to parents’ rights 
being stripped away and permit children to make decisions on their 
own regarding treatments and surgeries.
