 Looking at the sufferings, 
hardships and other unfor-
tunate incidences in our 
world today, how many 
are struggling just to live, 
to eat, to have a roof over 
their heads, how millions 
of migrants and refugees 
throughout the world are 

escaping violence and war resulting in poverty in their home 
Countries and many other challenges we face in our world 
today, is there a reason to rejoice? Yes! because amid all 
these, our God has not abandoned us. He is “Emmanuel”. 
He is with us until the end of time.  
The gospel passage of today challenges us to identify who 
we are. John the Baptist is asked who he is, and he says that 
he is a voice crying in the desert. He saw himself as one 
who has come to introduce the Messiah to the world and 
that gave him joy because he knew who he was. Pope Fran-
cis tells us that, we are called to be missionaries of Jesus. 
We carry Jesus to others because we have been touched and 
transformed by him and his love accompanies us in all we 
do. That is who we are and that is also the cause to rejoice. 
I remember one Christmas Eve before Mass at the St. 
Thomas Cathedral in Obuasi, my home diocese, I was in the 
back of the church getting things ready and I noticed a 
young lady sitting alone crying. I took a moment to see if I 
could help and found out that she was going through what 
many people feel so deeply at some time, a profound loneli-
ness and disconnectedness. The great Christmas expecta-
tions of joy were far away from her. I listened and assured 
her she was not alone, especially in 
the community of faith. 
As followers of Christ, we are 
called to be people of Joy and share 
this joy we have in Christ with oth-
ers, for we know that joyful people 
spread joy wherever they are. As 
Christmas approaches, let us try our 
best to help bring smiles on the 
faces of people especially the poor, 
the needy, and those who are lonely 
and feel unloved.
